The DAP-X2850 can be powered using one of
the following two methods:

Using Power over Ethernet (PoE)

1. Useastandard Ethernet cable to connect
the LAN port on the DAP-X2850 to a PoE
power source device such as an 802.3at
PoE switch or 802.3at PoE injector.

Using a Power Adapter (Optional)

1. Connect the power connector of the
adapter to the power input on the
DAP-X2850 and plug the adapter into a
nearby power outlet.
